We are incredibly grateful for being granted both the Minister of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism Award and the Japan Tourism Award for Responsible Tourism in collaboration with
UNWTO. We started the Denpaku facilities in 2016, and in 2020 we expanded 30 buildings and 44 rooms in a short period of time by private financing, and this is really thanks to the cooperation
of local residents and regional banks. Amami is a candidate to become a World Natural Heritage Site, but more importantly, the settlements on the island that have stood for centuries each have
their own culture and traditions, which is really what makes it a unique region. We hope that tourists will experience the daily life of the village together with the residents, and that this will make
the island a center of tourism in the future. As an architect, | hope to be able to shine light on settlements in another region, and to cooperate with the residents in a gradual invigoration.

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What's JAPAN TOURISUM AWARD

Tourism is considered a growth strategy for Japan, and expectations are high for increased volumes of tourism
both within Japan and the world. The tourism industry in general encompasses a broad swath of sub-sectors
including tourism promotion in Japan, between Japan and the world, and inbound tourism to Japan—which means
it plays a significant role in the growth of the Japanese economy. The goal of these Awards, by way of a synergistic
effect with Tourism EXPO Japan, is to contribute to the development and expansion of the tourism industry by rec-
ognizing superior sustainable initiatives by Japanese and overseas groups, organizations, and corporations. The
Japan Tourism Awards also works to publicize these initiatives to render Japan a leading nation in the tourism
industry, both in Japan and the world.

Because tourism is a broad-based industry, the perspective of not only tourism-related personnel but also person-
nel from a variety of sectors is required to ensure optimal screening. To garner the input of this broad range of per-
sonnel, the screening process included the following leading Japanese organizations and corporations. Initiatives
were judged based on a lively discussion centered on the assessment criteria of “innovation and novelty,” “profit-
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ability,” “expandability,” and “contribution to society.”

These awards represent a tremendous opportunity for conveying Japanese tourism to the world. Instead of relying
on Japanese tourism organizations and companies alone to facilitate Japanese tourism promotion, we are aware
that Japanese tourism can be bolstered by 1) bringing more dynamism to the nation’s local regions—where the
unique flavor of Japan can be found—along with 2) expanding on two-way tourism with other countries. Award
recipients were determined based on a common-ground awareness of the relevance of these factors in future tour-

ism development.

This year saw the 6th Japan Tourism Awards, and despite the global spread of the novel coronavirus infection, we received a total of 178 excellent entries
from within Japan and around the world, representing initiatives that will carry the next generation of tourism. Amami Innovation’s initiative Expanding
“Daily Tourism” Created by Village Culture With “Denpaku + Magun Square” Both Domestically and Internationally, which was selected for the Minister

’f’\?ﬁfg;ﬁzﬁﬁ of Land, Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism Award, was able to transform the local daily life into a tourist attraction without relying on killer contents
BOEERASE by having the local residents coexist with tourism companies and act as leaders. In addition to being exactly what tourism promotion should be, this was

praised as a high-level initiative from the perspective of the UN “Sustainable Development Goals” (SDGs). Among the entries that were submitted, those
that had a high degree of social value and contributed to promotion of the SDGs with motifs such as “universal tourism” and “ecotourism,” as well as
initiatives with themes like proactive utilization of “ICT” and “entertainment,” continued to stand out this year. Additionally, this year saw a large number
of initiatives that responded to the spread of the novel coronavirus, giving a real sense of the strength and breadth of the tourism industry. During the
judgment of this year’s entries, there was just one thing that we thought was unfortunate. That was the fact that the quality of the English-language
information on the majority of websites (etc.) created to promote foreign tourism was quite low. It is extremely important that we increase the level of
English and present information accurately in order to effectively convey the charm of the various regions of Japan. We sincerely hope that by giving top
priority to this matter by the time that international exchange fully recovers, Japan can become a true paradise of tourism.

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Expanding “(Daily) Tourism of everyday life experiece” Created by Village Culture With “Denpaku + Magun Square” Both Domestically and Internationally
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The Japan Tourism Award
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This is a community-building project that draws out the charm of the local settlements, and
was begun in 2016 on the island of Amami Oshima in Kagoshima Prefecture. A unique
village culture developed on Amami due to the influence of rule by Satsuma domain: this
initiative focuses on the everyday life of this island, and has been cultivated together with
residents and the government. As a measure for handling vacant houses and exchanges
between tourists and residents, we have started four different types of “Denpaku” lodging
facilities and transformed a closed-down supermarket into a regional base, “Magun Square,”
that combines the functions of an elder care facility, a restaurant, a market, a gallery, and a
hotel. Through these measures we are realizing a community-based society. The activity
program cuts out the everyday of the village and sheds light on the individuality of each local
resident. In response to offers from Komatsu City and other regions, since 2020 we have
been expanding to other parts of Japan, as well as to Taiwan.
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Selection Comment
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This is a proposal for a new form of travel that
“turns the daily life of the village culture into a
tourist attraction” without relying exclusively on
the killer contents of staying in the village by
utilizing vacant houses. Not only attracting
tourists, but also promoting the employment of
local residents and creating a place for tourists
and locals to come together has eliminated the
barriers between residents and tourists. The
initiative was evaluated highly for its notable
social value.

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The main area centered on Daisetsuzan National Park, which is known to the Ainu people as
“the playground of the gods (Kamui Mintara),” has been recognized as a new tourist
destination for many people in Japan and overseas. The seasonal scenery, rich natural
environment, safe and secure agricultural products grown in the cool climate and
underground water of Daisetsuzan, unique industries of the north such as food and furniture,
culture built up by those who came before, hands-on historical learning activities, and so on:

the nonresident population to promote the regional economy. We will encourage the
revitalization of the resort and promote efforts toward the realization of affluent community
development.

In 2017 a new law on specified manned border remote islands was brought into effect.
Although multiple projects are being implemented by the grant utilization project, there are a
number of issues such as (1) the unsustainable price scale, (2) ship-centered transportation
infrastructure and lack of regional aviation awareness, and (3) limited lodging potential and
acceptance of secondary traffic. In addition to this, the remote islands do not approach the
market comprehensively but on one-by-one basis, with few integrated efforts in general. In
other words, there is a lack of wide-range cooperation. As a means to address these
problems, we came up with the idea of island-hopping products that connect each of these
remote islands. The aircraft is not a major or LCC one, but cooperates with the ORC of
regional airlines struggling to stay afloat, expands the remote island living route despite the
fragile management base, and has a side purpose of creating a new business opportunity
for regional aviation. We strive to “create a new tourism engine for the remote islands of the
Kyushu region.”
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This initiative is a utilization of Japan’ s
character as an island nation. It facilitates
remote island tourism through island-hopping
that uses charter flights, in addition to
fine-tuned content settings and as an initiative it
has a very high degree of originality. It was also
evaluated as having development potential by,
for example, expanding to other regions of
Japan.

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Amidst the increasing diversification of travelers’ needs, we need to respond to the customer
need for both freedom and convenience.

We are continuing to strive to provide a commercial resource that can
sustainably develop the travel industry.

As tourist destinations become increasingly polarized, we provide an opportunity for
people to visit really attractive regions of Japan. Otetsutabi is a website that
matches young people from urban areas who want to travel to a variety of places
with businesses (lodging facilities, farms, etc.) in trouble due to short-term and
seasonal labor shortages in the area. Because the young people who use
Otetsutabi can travel while earning money by helping people, the cost of traveling
can be decreased below what it normally is. Otetsutabi makes it possible for these
young people to enter into the local community by using the skills that they
personally possess to assist the local people.We propose a form of “new journey” in
which you can have a deep relationship with the local people through assisting
them, and without even noticing form a special bond with the local area and become
a “community-related person.”
